Recent Grants

· £10,000 awarded to the New Arts Centre in Chatham, which is a very deprived area and run down area of Kent. The Centre will use their grant to create a more secure environment for the users of the Art Centre, as well as providing graffiti workshops to encourage young people from the area into the centre and away from offending behaviour.  

· £2,500 awarded to East Kent Rapeline in Canterbury.  This free advice and support line for victims of rape and sexual abuse, will now be able to recruit and train 12 new volunteers thus opening the service for an additional three afternoons a week.  Annie Rose from the service thanked the Trust “Without the support of the Kent People’s Trust we would not be able to provide this much needed service.”

· £800 awarded to a unique scheme modelled on Neighbourhood Watch, but based around Faith Centres, Medway Faith Centre Watch.

· £2500 awarded to New Romney Counselling Services, for work with young people in Folkestone, Dover and Tenterden.

· £2,500 to Kent Crimestoppers to support the on-going work around the anonymous reporting of crime.
